This includes the way 
the dogs are set up . 
I'm seeing more set up 
in what I call "hobby 
horse style - in other 
words, with their front 
legs way too far 
forward, not under 
them as they should 
be. A lot of so-called 
pro-fessional handlers 
have a habit of doing 
this. If every once in 
awhile they would set 
their dog up in front of 
a mirror and look at 
the overall picture, 
they would correct 
both the dropped lead 
and the dogs set up 
without their fronts 
under them. 

Some wolves, their habitat destroyed 
and overwhelmed by human pressures, 

tum to snorting quack. 

The other things a person 
should watch are throwing bait 
all over the ring, where it just 
bothers the other dogs, instead 
of dropping it at arm's reach in 
front of your dog, where you can 
reach down and pick it up. Also, 
those things called "courtesy 
turns" are the pits. All they do is 
make a judge's head turn 
around in circles. 

A dog had enough faults without 
poor conditon being one of them. 
Dogs shouldn't be shown out of 
condition, and I mean weight 
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and muscle tone. Put some effect 
into your animal, don't just walk 
it into the ring. 

In closing, remember to be both 
a good winner and good loser. 
Say thank-you for whatever 
award you get - there is always 
another day with a different dog 
or a different judge. You paid for 
the judge's opinion and that's 
what you got, whether you agree 
or disagree.
